Acknowledging the retirement of Lt. Brad Poehler of the Mattoon Police Department
with 30 years of service with the City effective October 11, 2025. Chief Gaines gave a
background of Lt. Poehler’s 30 years of service, provided accolades of his career, and presented
Lt. Poehler with a retirement plaque.

and provided his opinion on the ordinance. Mayor Hall called for comments/questions then
requested Attorney Hamilton to stay for the motion.

Mayor Hall called for those who wanted to speak on the solar farm. Allyson Hurt of
2000 Evergreen Court, Rosalee Myers of 1112 N. 32" Street, Colton Anderson of 1912
Evergreen Court, Kent Lowry of 1112 N. 31 Street, who also had 100+ signatures on a petition,
Paul Welton of 1020 N. 33™ Street, Cheryl Weber Gambill of 909 N. 31° Street, Pandora
Hamilton of 813 N. 31* Street and Blair Dosch of 3512 ECR 900N spoke in opposition to the
proposed solar farm. Mr. Curt Campbell of 2016 Evergreen Court inquired as to the fire



protection and decommissioning bond set up for inflation. Chief Hilligoss stated businesses
outside of the City limits pay for fire protection. Attorney Seth Uphoff stated the
decommissioning bond was covered under the Illinois Department of Agriculture’s AIMA
(Agricultural Mitigation Agreement) and was scheduled for inflation. Mr. Brady Briscoe of
LiveWire Construction, Mike Musso of BOW Renewables consultants and developer and Greg
Schaefer property owner spoke on behalf of the solar project.

WHEREAS, the petition requested that the area described above to be granted a building setback
variance to allow a new addition to the building to be constructed within 25 feet from the front,
side and/or rear lot lines, presenting a detailed map of the proposed development.

Mayor Hall opened the floor for comments. Director Benishek noted the Planning
Commission approved unanimously while the Staff remained neutral and explained the blighted
property continued to need mowed and the petitioner had offered to mow the area.
Commissioner Phipps inquired whether the permitting of the sign had already been considered
before. Director Benishek stated not this sign and explained the other approved sites.

Presentation: Hayes Solar, L.L.C.

Mr. Drew Rogerson introduced GSI as an energy developer, approached towns with
partnerships, have a transparent process, committed to responsibility to the land, local jobs and
clean energy. Mr. Ralph Meima, Senior Developer, of Hayes Solar, L.L.C. c/o GSI
Development Corp presented a project overview, their application to the Planning and Zoning
Board twice with adjustments due to public reaction, relocation of the access road, vegetative
screenings, visual renderings, 700 ft space between Evergreen Court and 500 ft space on south
side of property, pollinator-friendly habitat plans for biodiversity, parcel adjustment, size
comparison, sound levels, and savings up to 20% for community solar. Attorney Seth Uphoff
answered questions regarding the subscription service. Mr. Meima continued with the general
community benefits, revenues for local community, create partnerships for local groups
including EIU, Lake Land College, LIFT and Charleston Urban Butterfly initiative, emphasized
concern of safety — not an experiment — and has been tested for decades, solar is safe, and
generator of economic benefits. Mr. Meima and Mr. Rogerson answered questions from the
Council including a contractor would maintain the plants, five projects and 90 in the U.S., didn’t
have the kilowatt hour pricing, well received in the five other areas. Attorney Uphoff recapped
the view shed, Community and economic benefits, property tax breakdown, offset 500 ft
minimum, balance landowner’s rights, City controls the process of how it is built, legislation is
working to reduce cost of electricity, litigation on these types of projects, special use having
control over ground, and asked the City to consider the control, benefits and to approve the
project. Commissioner Closson asked about the property tax breakdown over 35 years with
Attorney Uphoff noting about $15,000 per year.

Commissioner Phipps seconded by Butler moved to adopt Special Ordinance No. 2025-
1984, granting a Rezoning and Special Use between Evergreen Court and North 33™ Street to
allow for the construction of a solar farm. Petitioner: Hayes Solar, L.L.C. c¢/o GSI Development
Corp [north of Dodge Grove Cemetery] (Evergreen Court) Ralph Meima, Senior Project
Developer

Council continued with questions of Mr. Shaefer, Mr. Rogerson and Attorney Uphoff
and City Staff, resulting with not a good piece of land for farming, property near the substation,
annexing the property, union benefits, previous permit required changes, Saturn Power was
purchased by GSI, negative approval by Planning Commission, HB4116, long-term impact,
substantial control issue warrants more consideration, a no vote would require GSI to start all
over again.



Commissioner Cox seconded by Commissioner Phipps moved to table Special Ordinance
No. 2025-1984.

AN ORDINANCE GRANTING A REZONING & SPECIAL USE LOCATED BETWEEN
EVERGREEN COURT AND N 33" STREET TO ALLOW THE CONSTRUCTION OF A
SOLAR FARM.

WHEREAS, there has been filed written Petitions for Hayes Solar, LLC requesting a Rezoning
and Special Use of the parcel located between Evergreen Court and N 33™ Street, legally
described as Parcel ID 07-1-00330-000 and the legal description as described in Exhibit A; and

WHEREAS, the City Council views solar farms as similar to Public Utility substations and
Utilities Companies to be permitted with a rezoning to a minimum zoning classification of C3
(Service Commercial District) and a Special Use; and

WHEREAS, the property outside the city corporate boundary is currently classified as RS
(Rural Suburban) being used as agriculture and is well suited for a solar farm; and

WHEREAS, the property owner agrees to have the property annexed if granted the right to
construct said solar farm through the State of Illinois as a condition of the special use; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission held a public hearing for the City of Mattoon, Coles
County, Illinois, and has not recommended that the request be granted with the condition of
being annexed before a construction permit is granted; and

WHEREAS the City Council for the City of Mattoon, Coles County, Illinois, deems that it
would be in the public interest to approve the Rezoning from RS (Rural Suburban) to C3
(Service Commercial District) and Special Use for a “Utilities Company” to allow the
construction of said solar farm, and finds that the solar farm does not diminish property values,
promotes the general welfare of the public, provides significant economic gain to the public and
City with no hardship imposed on neighboring property owners, and is suitable for the zoned
purposes of the project.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL FOR THE CITY OF

SPECIAL ORDINANCE NO. 2025-1987

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING PLACEMENT OF THE CITY’S PROPERTY &
CASUALTY, AND WORKERS COMPENSATION INSURANCE COVERAGE

WHEREAS, Dimond Brothers Insurance, Inc., an insurance broker for the City, solicited
proposals from insurance companies that underwrite property, casualty and workers compensation
insurance for municipal government exposures; and

WHEREAS, proposals have been received from Illinois Counties Risk Management Trust

FUNDED DENTAL BENEFIT PLAN FOR EMPLOYEES AND RETIREES, AND
OPTIONAL FULLY-INSURED 3R? CO-PAY HEALTH PLAN FOR ACTIVES OF THE
MUNICIPALITY

WHEREAS, the City of Mattoon currently has third-party health insurance through Blue Cross
Blue Shield of Illinois; and

WHEREAS, it is the desire of the Mattoon City Council to continue with the status of a fully-
insured insurance due to the continued increasing of health insurance costs; and

WHEREAS, the City of Mattoon has determined a fully-insured relationship with the Blue
Cross/Blue Shield plans currently offered through the First Mid Insurance Group to the employees
and retirees of the City of Mattoon would provide the most benefit for participants in 2026.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL FOR THE CITY OF
MATTOON, COLES COUNTY, ILLINOIS, as follows:

Section 1. The Council has authorized a successor year with Blue Cross/Blue Shield of Illinois
for the administration of the fully-funded medical, qualified high-deductible health, and pharmacy
benefit plans and the dental plan for employees and retirees of the municipality, which is attached
and incorporated by reference.

Section 2. The City shall continue to offer an optional $5,000 Qualified High-Deductible Health
Plan with rates for Active Employees: Single at $60.00/month, Single + Spouse at $140/month,
Single + Child/ren at $120/month, and Family at $240/month. The City is offering an initial
incentive of up to $1,000 match for the calendar 2026 for Active employees. New employees
hired after the first of the year will be given a 12-month match for their initial incentive. Incentives
in subsequent years are to be determined by the Council for those subsequent years.

Section 3. The City establishes a new option for Actives in the form of an additional optional
$2,500 Deductible Co-Pay insurance plan with tiers consisting of Employee at $200/month,
Employee + Spouse at $550/month, Employee + Child/ren at $525/month, and Family at
$875/month.

Section 4. Retirees not on the Aetna MAPD plan will have a premium of 70% of the total cost of
the plan’s 2025 premium, regardless if they are on the Traditional or QHDHP. This option allows
the participant(s) to return to the City’s primary health plan at renewal time as long as premiums
have continued to be paid to the City.



Section 5. The City reserves the right to make changes or to discontinue the optional Qualified
High-Deductible Health Plan insurance at its discretion. If the City decides to make changes or to
discontinue the optional Qualified High-Deductible Health Plan insurance, those actively
participating at that time will be allowed to return to the City’s primary health plan as long as
premiums have continued to be paid to the City.

Section 6. The City of Mattoon will continue to offer an optional employee-paid Vision care
service provided by Blue Cross/Blue Shield of Illinois. This optional Vision care will be paid by
employees’ payroll deductions. There will be no City funding of the Vision insurance. The City
reserves the right to make changes or to discontinue the optional Vision care service insurance at
its discretion. The mayor is authorized to sign all documents to enact the Vision care insurance.

Section 7. The City Clerk or designee will administer the Health, Dental, MAPD and Vision
insurance for the City of Mattoon.

Section 8. This ordinance shall be deemed published as of the day of its adoption and approval by
the City Council.

Section 9. This ordinance shall be effective upon its approval as provided by law.

AN ORDINANCE APPROVING A GRANT AGREEMENT BY AND BETWEEN THE
CITY OF MATTOON, ILLINOIS AND WASHINGTON SAVINGS BANK TRUSTEE
#5136 FOR 1406 BROADWAY AVENUE, MATTOON, IL 61938 (PIN 07-1-03843-000) IN
CONNECTION WITH THE MATTOON MID-TOWN REDEVELOPMENT PROJECT
AREA

WHEREAS, WASHINGTON SAVINGS BANK TRUSTEE #5136 (the “Grantee”), has
submitted a proposal to the City of Mattoon, Illinois (the “Municipality”) for redevelopment of a
part of the Municipality’s Mattoon Mid-town Redevelopment Project Area (the “Redevelopment
Project Area”); and, thereafter, the Municipality and the Grantee have engaged in negotiations
related to a Grant Agreement (including all exhibits and attachments in connection therewith,
referred to as the “Grant Agreement”) concerning redevelopment incentives and assistance
related to the preservation, development and redevelopment of a part of the Redevelopment Project
Area.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF

the Grant Agreement, desirable or necessary to implement and otherwise give full effect to the
Grant Agreement. Upon full execution thereof, the Grant Agreement shall be attached to this
ordinance as EXHIBIT “A”.

GRANT AGREEMENT

This Grant Agreement is made this day of , 2024, by and

between the CITY OF MATTOON, Coles County, Illinois, a municipal corporation (hereinafter
the “Grantor””), and WASHINGTON SAVINGS BANK TRUSTEE #5136 owner of a building
located at 1406 BROADWAY AVENUE, Mattoon, Coles County, Illinois, (hereinafter together

referred to as the “Grantee”), as follows:

1.

Grantor does grant unto Grantee up to the sum of $39,285 to be disbursed as hereinafter

described, subject to the following terms and conditions:

A. It is agreed and understood that the grant shall be for the sole purpose of FACADE
REPAIR OR REPLACEMENT to the building located at 1406 BROADWAY AVENUE,
MATTOON, IL 61938, Mattoon, Coles County, Illinois. Said restorations shall be pursuant
to a design which first must be acceptable to the City of Mattoon. The authorized agent
acting on behalf of the City is the City Manager or such other official the City Council may
designate. Said restorations must include, but is not necessarily limited to a list of
specifications such as material type, colors, and construction methods. Since this is a
restoration project, the City of Mattoon reserves the right to demand a high level of detail
concerning design, materials, colors and other construction aspects, and, further, demands
strict adherence to said restoration. This grant is specifically contingent upon the
undersigned first receiving initial design approval from the City. The undersigned
acknowledges that the primary consideration for the grant herein from the City of Mattoon
unto the undersigned is to achieve a restoration program for the City, and, as such, the
undersigned acknowledges this consideration and agrees to abide by the rules and
regulations and oversight of the City of Mattoon for implementation and/or construction of
said restorations including, but not necessarily limited to: FACADE REPAIR OR
REPLACEMENT; prior consent from the City of Mattoon before any alterations or
changes to the design; oversight authority on the part of the City of Mattoon during the
construction of said renovations if reasonably necessary to ensure said design and

specifications are being complied with. Further, as additional consideration herein, the



undersigned covenants that once completed, said City-approved restoration work shall
remain the same and not be substantially changed without prior written consent of the City
within 15 years of completion of the same, which covenant shall survive the payment of
the grant and remain obligatory unto the parties herein whether or not they retain control
of the property or transfer the same to a third party within said 15 years. Should the
undersigned sell or convey all or a part of said property, it guarantees and promises unto
the City of Mattoon that it shall include in the deed of conveyance a restriction on changing
said repairs/alteration work for said 15-year period. Said prohibition upon a substantial
alteration does not prohibit the undersigned from periodic and regular maintenance of the
same, which maintenance shall include, but not necessarily be limited to, cleaning, painting
and material replacement if warranted. The undersigned agrees to commence the
restoration within 60 days of initial design approval from the City, and to proceed diligently
to the completion of the same, but in no event to be completed in not less than 12 months
from the date hereof. During said construction, the City, at any time, can issue a written
notice to the undersigned that it is in violation of the agreed upon design and specifications
heretofore approved by the City. The undersigned will have thirty (30) days from receipt
of written notice of noncompliance with design to correct the same to the City’s satisfaction
or otherwise reach a mutually agreeable resolution of the same. If correction or a mutual
resolution is not completed within said thirty (30) day response time, then in that event, the
City may consider this grant to be in default, to cease all future payments due hereunder,
and shall rescind the grant. Though the City of Mattoon retains approval authority and
oversight responsibility for the design and restoration program discussed herein, it is not
responsible for the construction of the same nor for the payment of the same. Accordingly,
the undersigned hereby agrees to assume all responsibility for any damages or claims for
damages as a result of any injuries or claims from injuries for said roof replacement and/or
repair, and, further, agrees to indemnify and hold the City of Mattoon free and harmless in
association with any damages or claims for damages by the undersigned, or other third

parties.



B. It is agreed and understood that the grant shall be for the purpose of FACADE
REPAIR OR REPLACEMENT, to the building located at 1406 BROADWAY AVENUE,
MATTOON, IL 61938, Mattoon, Coles County, Illinois.

C. It is agreed and understood that there is dollar limit flexibility between the elements
of construction cost as more fully set forth hereinabove. Said grant proceeds shall be based
upon the actual construction cost of work, but not to exceed $39,285 as determined by the

City’s authorized agent.

D. Said grant is to be used solely for the following described real estate, commonly
known as 1406 BROADWAY AVENUE, MATTOON, IL 61938, Mattoon, Illinois, but

more specifically described as:

LEGAL DESCRIPTION: ORIGINAL TOWN OF MATTOON BLK 119, W1/2
OF LOT 9 SW 1/4 SEC 13 T12N RO7E

E. Grantee shall secure the necessary building permits from Grantor, and shall

indemnify and hold the Grantor harmless from any and all claims, damages, and injuries

associated with or resulting from the rehabilitation and improvement of said real estate.

F. It is agreed and understood that improvement of said real estate shall also include
FACADE REPAIR OR REPLACEMENT, to the building located at 1406 BROADWAY
AVENUE, MATTOON, IL 61938. Grantee warrant that the total value of the
improvements at 1406 BROADWAY AVENUE, MATTOON, IL 61938 shall not be less
than $43,650, including the grant authorized by this agreement.

G. Any and all work performed under this grant shall be at the prevailing wage in
Coles County and as adopted by the City of Mattoon from time to time. Grantee hereby
agrees to abide by all the Illinois Prevailing Wage Act, 820 ILCS 130 et.seq.

2. Grantor shall disburse the grant funds to Grantee in One (1) annual payment.

These payments shall begin on September 30, in the year following the completion of all the



restoration/renovation work. The amount of this payment shall be no more than $39,285 or the
actual construction cost and architectural fees for the work authorized within the scope of this
grant, whichever is less, as certified by the City’s authorized agent. The payment shall only be

made if this grant is valid and in full force at the time the payments are to be made

3. This Grant is expressly contingent upon the execution of this grant agreement by Grantee
and Grantor and upon presentation to Grantor of vouchers or other sufficient proof of work
authorized and approved and within the scope of this grant in amounts which exceed the grant

money provided herein.

4. Grantee do hereby guarantee and covenant that it will apply the grant money only for the

uses intended as set forth herein pursuant to the terms and conditions set forth herein.

5. Grantor’s grant as made herein is made contingent upon Grantee performing all of the

covenants and conditions by it to be performed.

6. This is an outright grant and is not repayable to Grantor unless Grantee fails to perform
one or more of the covenants and conditions herein by it to be performed, and in that event, Grantor
shall send written notice of said breach to Grantee and afford it an opportunity to correct the same
within 30 days. Should Grantee fail to correct the breach within 30 days of said written notice,
then in that event, Grantor shall rescind the grant, and shall be entitled to recover from Grantee
any and all grant moneys heretofore delivered to Grantee, which grant money Grantee agrees to

repay unto Grantor.

7. This grant made herein is duly adopted by the City Council of the City of Mattoon meeting

in regular session on November 4, 2025.

8. Grantee covenant unto Grantor that he intends to retain ownership of the buildings for the
operation of an office/general business use, and that it is not his intention to use the grant money
herein to remodel the building and then resell the same to a third party. To secure this covenant,

Grantor and Grantee agree that if the building is sold to a third party, then there shall be a rebate



of the grant based upon the following schedule: if sold within one year of the date of the grant,
there shall be a 75% rebate of the funds already paid; if sold after one year from the date of this
grant but within two years of the date of this grant, then there shall be a 50% rebate of the funds
already paid; and if sold after two years from the date of this grant but within three years of the
date of this grant, then there shall be a 25% rebate of the funds already paid. Further, Grantor and
Grantee agree that if the business operation ceases for a period in excess of thirty days, and within
five years from the date of this grant, then Grantor’s obligation to make continuing payments from
the grant shall cease immediately and this agreement shall be null and void and of no further force
and effect, and there shall be a rebate of the grant money heretofore paid based upon the timeline
and percent established herein for the sale of the business, being 75% within one year of the date
of this grant, 50% after one year but within two years from the date of this grant, and 25% after

two years but within three years of the date of this grant.

0. Grantee shall provide (or cause to be provided) written notice to the City prior to taking
any action contesting the assessed value of any or all the property located at 1406 BROADWAY
AVENUE, MATTOON, IL 61938.

10. This grant is subject to the availability of Mid-town TIF District Funds.

11. Grantor reserves to itself the right to seek reimbursement for the amount expended under

this grant from revenues of the Mattoon Mid-town Tax Increment Financing District.
